
You Are My Sunshine
Pattern by Rebecca Sweinhagen - Urban Tribal Wear

Catalina

A checkerboard pattern and contrasting embroidery add a new twist to the classic drop
shoulder, funnel neck sweater worked in Catalina’s Baby Alpaca Chunky yarn.

Size:  Childrens’ 4-6 (6-8, 10-12)
Adult [s, m, l]
Finished Chest Measurements: 28”
(32”, 36”)[40”, 46,  50”]
Finished Length: 14.5” (15.5”,  21”)[
23.5”, 25”, 26.5”]
Materials:
 (4 ,7)[9, 10, 11]skeins Catalina Baby
Alpaca Chunky (3.5oz, 109 yards,
100% Baby Alpaca)  Heather Yellow
#104
1 skeinCatalina Baby Merino Chunky
(3.5 oz, 109 yards, 60% Baby Alpaca/
40% Merino Wool) Pink #306
Needles:
Size 9 needles
Size 10.5 Needles or size to obtain
gauge
Tapestry needle
Removable stitch markers to mark
sleeve placement
Gauge:3.5 Stitches & 4.5 rows = 1”
over pattern with larger needles

Pattern:
I = Knit the right side, purl the wrong
side
- = Purl the right side, knit the wrong
side

Back:
Cast on 48 (56, 64)[72, 80, 88]
stitches using smaller needles.
Work in pattern until the piece
measures 8.5” (9”, 13”)[14.5”, 15”,
15.5”].  Place an underarm marker.

Continue to work in pattern until the
piece measures 10.5” (15.5”,
21”)[23.5”, 25”, 26.5”].

Shape shoulders & Neck:
Bind off 11 (15, 18)[21, 24, 27]
stitches at the beginning of the next 2
rows.  Work remaining 26 (26,
28)[30, 32, 34] stitches in stockinette
stitch until the funnel neck measures
2.5” (2.75”, 3”)[3”, 3”, 3”] from the
beginning.  Bind off loosely & neatly.

Front:
Work the same as the back.

Sleeves:
With smaller needles, cast on 24 (26,
30)[30, 34, 34] stitches. Work in 1x1
ribbing for 9 (9, 9)[11, 11, 11] rows.
Change to larger needles and work the
remainder of the sleeve in stockinette
stitch.  Increase 1 stitch on each side
every 2 (2, 4)[2, 2, 2] rows 2 (2,
10)[4, 4, 9] times then every 4 (4,
6)[4, 4, 4] rows 7 (8, 3)[13, 14, 12]
times.  Continue working even in
stockinette stitch until the sleeve
measures 6.5” (11”, 15.5”)[16.75”,
17.5”, 18”] from the beginning.  Bind
off remaining 32 (46, 56)[64, 70, 78]
stitches.

Finishing:
Seam shoulders & funnel neck.  Sew
in sleeves between the sleeve
markers.  Lay the sweater out on a flat
surface and embroider spirals in stem
stitch using the contrasting yarn and
tapestry needle.  You may choose to
embroider the same squares as shown
in the model, or randomly—both
effects turn out beautifully.  Be
creative with this part and have fun!
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Urban Tribal Wear Ideas:
Funk things up a little - use a contrasting yarn for each pattern repeat

Work the sweater in stockinette and embroider a design inspired by the
background of this page

Use seed stitche throughout for a completely different look

Add sequins or beads with the embroidery

Instead of embroidery embellishments - add buttons from your collection, or
crocheted flowers!

Most of all—be creative & have fun!

Hint:  If you aren’t comfortable
stitching the embroidery freehand, use
a piece of scrap yarn to “sketch” the
design where you want it.  When you
are happy with the result, pin it in
place and embroider alongside the
guide yarn.
